AACS Golf Rules
(Updated August 2010)

A. Coach: Each school must have a golf coach at each match in order to monitor pairings.

B. Stroke limit: players are only allowed a triple bogie per hole. (pick up ball for time)	
	1. 7 on 4’s
	2. 8 on 5’s
	3. 6 on 3’s

C. Number of Holes: Each AACS tournament will be 18 holes

D. Start Time: Each match will start at 12pm.

E. Tee’s: 	Woman shall use the women’s tees or red tees
		Men shall use the men’s tees or the white tees
F. Team: 
1. A golf team shall consist of 4 players whose combined scores determine the teams overall score.

G. There shall be both individual and team championships:
1. Medalist. The individual with the lowest score will be the medalist.
2. A school without a team may enter an individual player into an open tournament in order for them to be eligible to compete for individual medalist at the state tournament.

H. Open tournament champions:
	1. There will be 4 open tournaments each AACS golf season.
	2. At the end of the fourth open tournament an open individual medalist champion 	trophy will be given an overall individual medalist. In order to receive this award 	the 	competitor must have competed in all 4 open tournaments
	3. Also at the end of these 4 open tournaments an overall team open tournament 	champion will 	be given to the team with the overall lowest score. In order to receive 	this award the team must have competed in all 4 open tournaments.

I. State tournament champions:
	1. There will be a state tournament at the end of each AACS golf season.
	2. An individual medalist state champion trophy will be given to the lowest individual 	score of the state tournament. 
	3. A team state champion trophy will be given to the team with lowest team score at the 	state tournament.

J. Large number of participants
	1. If there are a large number of participants and the course will allow it, half of the 	pairings will start on the back 9 and the other half will start on the front 9 for time 	purposes.


K. Conduct at the golf course
	1. No loud or disruptive behavior will be tolerated. 
	2. Collared shirts will be worn at all times and will be tucked.  A wrist watch is the only 	jewelry allowed to be worn. 
	3. Cell phones will be used for emergency only and will be turned off at other times. 
	4. Pants should be worn properly and cannot be blue jeans or excessively baggy in nature. 
	5. Players are not to hang out in the grill room, pro shop, club storage, or club rooms. 	6. Players may use push/pull carts in regular season and post season matches. Motorized 	carts or caddies are not permitted.

L. USGA rules will be observed at all times, except where modified by AACS rules.

M. In the event that a match ends in a tie during an open tournament or state tournament, a "team sudden-death playoff" or “individual sudden-death playoff” will be used.
